	Council Action Requested:

	Conduct 1st Reading and Order Public Hearing: Consider for approval of the proposed amendment of City Code Chapter 115, Section 115.03 Licensing; Exemptions Section (J)(2) Public Property.

	

	Background Information:
As City staff work to develop robust programming options for the Rotary Pavilion and Veterans Memorial Levee Park, there is a desire to include food and/or merchandise vendors to participate during these events.  Staff believe the addition of these vendors will provide additional opportunities for participants to enjoy their experience at concerts, movies, and other events.

In exploring this option, it was discovered that our current City Code only allows for this type of vendor participation as part of a Council designated Special Event or Recreational Tournament.  Staff suggest that designating each concert, movie or other events as Special Events may not be the most appropriate course of action.

Vendors will still have the same responsibility to pay for and obtain all applicable licenses associated with their business, pay for and pass the City’s background investigation, and receive authorization from the City to participate in recreation programs and events as a vendor.

Staff worked closely with the City Attorney on this proposed Code change, understanding the need to protect the City while at the same time providing opportunities to enhance recreation programs and events within the City of Hastings.  The proposed amendment language is supported by staff, Administration and City Attorney.

HASTINGS CITY CODE CHAPTER 115, SECTION 115.03 SECTION (J)(2) IS AMENDED AS FOLLOWS (new language is underlined, strikethrough language is deleted):

§ 115.03 LICENSING; EXEMPTIONS.

(J)(2) 	Public (City) Property—sales on public (City) property or streets are not permitted except under the following circumstances:
		a)	As part of a Special Event as designated by the City Council;
[bookmark: _GoBack]		b)	As part of a recreational tournament, program or event sanctioned by the City and occurring on public (City) property where such sales are approved and authorized in advance by either the City Council or City Administrator.
